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Inspiring visit to the Chancery Division High Courts

On Tuesday 8th October, a group of law-aspiring students were invited to observe a
commercial law case on the first day of its hearing at the Chancery Division High
Court. We also had a chance to speak with Mrs Justice Bacon, the youngest female
high court judge in the UK when she was appointed, and a law student who was
currently doing a conversion course in law, having previously studied languages.
Observing the case was insightful, as it gave a first-hand view on how the court
worked as an aspiring barrister. Speaking with Mrs Justice Bacon was both inspiring
as a female and as an ethnic minority, as she was born in India. It was also helpful
and informative, as she started off in the EU law and had several different jobs be-
fore becoming a judge. It allowed us to believe that a career in law is exciting as you
never know where you will end up, and that it is possible to make it into a position
such as the one she has at her age, as some imagine most judges to be old. This trip
has enriched our vision for our future in law, and was definitely amazing for anyone

desiring to work in the law.
