• An e-mail address as all correspondence between parents/carers and the school will be done by e-
mail only. 
 

• Contact telephone numbers such as home, work and mobile telephone, where applicable. 
 

• The child’s first, middle (if applicable) and last name.  The name must match the name registered on 
the Common Application Form. 
 

• The child’s date of birth. 
 

• The child’s home address. 
 

• The child’s primary school. 
 

• A secondary contact, if applicable. 
 

• The home Local Authority where the child is resident.
