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Important Update: Sports Day 2025

We regret to inform parents and carers that Sports Day will not be taking place this year.

This decision has been made due to circumstances beyond the school’s control. Our usual venue, the David Weir Leisure Centre, is no longer
accepting school bookings during the summer term. The centre is now leased by a football club, and unfortunately, this has created a conflict

of interest that prevents school access.

This is particularly disappointing, as the school has used the David Weir Centre for over 25 years, and it has always provided an excellent
space for pupils to participate in a wide range of athletic events. At present, there is no secure or suitable alternative venue within walking

distance of the school that can accommodate an event of this scale.

We have raised our concerns with the local MP, and we are awaiting further feedback. Moving forward, if the David Weir Centre remains
unavailable for summer term use, the school will begin exploring alternative venues, though these are likely to be further afield and may re-

quire additional planning and transport arrangements.

In the meantime, with warm weather forecast to continue into the final week of term, pupils will continue to be permitted
to wear their PE kit to school for comfort and practicality.
